James Conley of Tallahassee has been giving blood for so many 
years, he has a hard time remembering when his journey as a 
blood donor first began. Although Conley has a long history of 
saving lives, last month he reached a noteworthy milestone in his 
time as a donor: the 10 gallon mark. While we werenôt able to 
meet his request to be serenaded as he sat in the donation chair, 
we did mark the occasion by speaking to him about the impact 
that blood donation has had on his life.  
 

Unlike many individuals, taking the initial step towards becoming 
a regular blood donor wasnôt very hard for Conley. In fact, he first 
decided to donate as a result of a suggestion from his doctor, 
and continued to give blood because it quickly became a habit 
for him.   
 

Conley believes that donating blood is an important act because 
it requires little effort from the individual, but has a significant 
impact on other peopleôs lives. ñI was once told that up to three 
lives are saved with just one pint of blood,ò said Conley. ñ...that 
sounded pretty good to me.ò 
 

His dedication to the community serves as an example both to 
existing donors, and to those within the community who do not 
currently give blood. When asked what he might say to non-
donors to encourage them to donate, Conley succinctly stated, ñI 
think they donôt realize what that blood does.ò Thankfully, Conley 
ï and our other donors ï know the value of this lifesaving gift.

On Tuesday September 2nd, SCBC and Thomas County EMS hosted a blood drive 
in memory of Jeff Harris (left), a team leader and mobile unit driver who touched the 
lives of many during his time at SCBCôs Thomasville branch. Harris passed away 
unexpectedly in May following an injury he suffered while working as a paramedic 
with Thomas County EMS. The blood drive was organized in an effort to honor Har-
ris and to share with the community the commitment he displayed towards saving 
lives.  

Harris was a devoted blood donor who had given a total of 54 pints - nearly 7 gallons - throughout 
the years. In memory of Harris, the goal for the event was to match the number of units that he   
himself had donated. As a result of the overwhelming support from the community, the drive actually 
exceeded that goal by an impressive margin: on the day of the event, 75 individuals showed up, 
eager to give an hour of their time for a significant cause.  
 

We are extremely grateful for the contributions of these donors, in addition to those of Thomas 
County EMS. We know that Harris would have been proud of the way everyone worked together to 
transform an unfortunate situation into something positive and impactful to the community.
